The emphasis is on the Bible as the primary source of understanding the meaning of the Christian faith 

and as the most effective means of confronting persons with the significant concerns of the gospel. The 

concerns include personal faith, values, human relationships, social responsibility, Christian hope, and 

the implications of Christian discipleship under the lordship of Christ in the fellowship of the Holy 

Spirit.
